Palm Sunday is a time for
reflection and celebration,
marking the beginning of Holy Week

Palm Sunday occurs on the Sunday be-
fore Easter and is observed by many
Christian denominations worldwide. It
celebrates the event described in the
Gospels where Jesus entered Jerusalem
riding a donkey, while crowds spread
palm branches and their cloaks on the
road as a sign of honor and recognition
of Him as the Messiah. This act symboliz-
es both peace and kingship, with the
palm branches representing victory and
triumph.

combines joy and reflection. Amen!
