Brock Tinoco, Toni Kuntz, Eitan Rosales Duran 

 

 

to add someone to the prayer list, please  

contact: Dahlia Cabrera  -   

dahlia@christtheking.ws        

Second Sunday of Easter 

Divine Mercy Sunday 

This day marks the conclusion of the East-
er Octave, an eight-day period of celebra-
tion that begins on Easter Sunday and ex-

tends the joy of Christ’s resurrection.  

The Octave emphasizes eternity, regenera-
tion and new beginnnings, reflecting the 

resurrection’s spiritual significance. 

Divine Mercy Sunday 

In the Roman Catholic tradition, this Sun-
day is also celebrated as Divine Mercy 

Sunday, established following the revela-
tions to St. Maria Faustina Kowalska in 

the 1930s and officially named by Pope St. 
John Paul II in the year 2000. 

The feast highlights God’s mercy, encour-
aging the faithful to receive Confession 

and Holy Communion to obtain for-
giveness and grace. It is a day of special 

devotion, prayer and reflection on Christ’s 
mercy.
