Courage in Faith 

God stays with His people in times of fear and 
trouble. Jesus tells His followers not to be 
afraid because God cares deeply for them. 

Through Jesus, grace and new life overcome 
sin. 

This is a time in which to deepen our under-
standing of Christ’s teachings and to live 

them out in daily life. 

Jeremiah 20:10-13 

Jeremiah speaks of being surrounded by ene-
mies and even friends who watch for his 

downfall. Despite this, he declares that the 
Lord is with him and will deliver him from 
evil men. This passage highlights “faith in 

God’s protection” even in the face of rejection 
and fear.  Jeremiah faces betrayal and 

threats but proclaims confidence in God, “a 
mighty champion, who rescues the poor from 

the wicked. Jesus urges the disciples: “Fear 
no one.” Nothing hidden will remain co-

nealed, and God’s care extends even to the 
smallest details of their lives. Disciples must 
proclaim the truth boldly and acknowledge 

Christ before others. 

The Twelfth Sunday in Ordinary Time thus 
centers on steadfast faith in God’s presence 

and protect.
